Goal 2 — Family and Early Childhood Literacy for Educational Attainment
This focus area supports library early childhood literacy programs for Texas children and their caregivers to improve school readiness and educational attainment. 
Outcome 2: Texas caregivers and children in project-sponsored programs acquire skills that enhance family and early childhood literacy.
Measure 2: The number of caregivers who report, using a Likert scale survey, that they feel more confident with family and/or early childhood literacy skills and value the library as a contributor to their quality of life and that of their children.
