Joint Use School/Public Libraries in Texas

≈ Building 21st Century Libraries ≈

Introduction

Based on the recommendation of Himmel and Wilson’s A Study of Public Library Development in Texas, the Texas State Library and Archives Commission (TSLAC) initiated a study of joint use school/public libraries in Texas.  Goals of the study were to explore the feasibility of establishing additional joint use school-public/libraries under interlocal agreements in areas in which stand-alone public libraries are unlikely to remain viable; to learn how existing joint use school/public libraries are implementing the mission to serve each constituency; to identify success factors for joint use school/public libraries, to recommend standards for effective joint use school/public libraries; and to develop a handbook to serve as a guide for communities in assessing whether this type of library is an option.  

The TSLAC prepared a Request for Proposal (RFP) which, following the State of Texas bid process, was awarded to Mary D. Lankford, (subsequently referenced in this report as Consultant) to conduct a survey of TSLAC-identified joint use school/public libraries with the following objectives:

· Determine if joint use school/public libraries are adequately fulfilling their combined missions;

· Identify success factors for joint use school/public libraries;

· Provide guidance for communities who are exploring the feasibility of establishing a joint use school/public library.

This report summarizes the findings of the survey conducted by the Consultant; observations made during the site visits; additional information supplied or provided during interviews; and demographic and operational data reported by joint use school/public libraries in their 2004 statistical annual reports to TSLAC, which is included in the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics. <www.tsl.state.tx.us/ld/pubs/pls/>  

Three distinct standards and guidelines are applicable to joint use school/public libraries: 1) School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas, 2) the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, and 3) the Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries In The State Library System.  Survey results and data reported in the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics are discussed in relation to all three standards and guidelines.
The recommendations included in this report are based upon the findings and the consultants’ extensive experience with successful collaborative school/public library programming and service offerings.  Recommendations are provided as they support and advise communities on best practices and considerations when establishing joint use school-public libraries.  

Methodology

A questionnaire was developed by the Consultant, The Director of LD, and the TSLAC Youth Consultant, which covered the following ten broad topics identified as components associated with success of joint use school/public libraries.  The stated goal for each segment of the survey is included below.  The questionnaire, which is included as Appendix B, contained 52 questions, many with multiple parts, for 100 questions total.

I. Facilities and Accessibility.  

Goal: To determine how effectively the library facilities serve the joint mission.

II. Signage.

Goal: To determine if signage is available to welcome and direct the public library community.

III. Hours of Operation.  

Goal: To determine if hours of operation are adequate for both the school and public library communities.

IV. Staffing.  

Goal: To determine if adequate staffing is available when the library is open to serve both the school and public library communities.

V. Collection. 

Goal: To determine whether the collection serves the joint mission.

VI. Programs and Services.  

Goal: To determine access to programs and services for both the school and public library communities.

VII. Publicity and Communication.  

Goal: To determine how the library publicizes programs and services.

VIII. Funding Level, Source and Budget Consideration.  

Goal:  To determine budget review and approval processes. Actual funding information derived from TSLAC published statistical data.

IX. Mission Statement.  

Goal: To determine if the library has a mission statement that expresses the joint mission that is approved by both school and public library governing bodies.

X. Governance Structure and Administration.  

Goal: To determine if school and public library boards influence decisions on policies and services.

In an initial meeting with the staff of the Texas State Library and Archives Commission’s Library Development Division (LD), it was agreed that Deborah Littrell, Director, Library Development Division, would send a letter to all libraries in the study explaining the scope of the study and requesting their cooperation.  A copy of the letter is included as Appendix A.

The Director of LD identified joint use school/public libraries that meet system accreditation standards and serve students in grades K-12 for examination within the scope of this study, sent letters informing librarians of the planned study and its objectives, and identified ten joint use school/public libraries for onsite visits by the Consultant.  The Consultant subsequently contacted all libraries via telephone to schedule convenient times for telephone or on-site interviews.  Participants did not receive the survey questionnaire prior to the interviews.

The Director of LD provided demographic and operational data for the joint use school/public libraries from the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics.  The survey data and demographic and operational data were compiled and summarized.  Demographic and operational data were analyzed in relation to the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas, 2) the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, and 3) the Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries In The State Library System.  

The Texas Legislature mandated that the Texas State Library to develop the voluntary School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines in consultation with the State Board of Education.  Texas Administrative Code §33.021 states that “A school district shall consider the standards in developing, implementing, or expanding library services.”  The Standards and Guidelines are available on the Texas State Library web site.  <www.tsl.state.tx.us/ld/schoollibs/>  Recommendations from the Standards and Guidelines for staffing, collection size, and budget are included in the findings section.  Evaluating the success of the joint use school/public libraries in achieving these Standards and Guidelines was not a purpose of this study, and is beyond the scope of the data collected.  In the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics, libraries report on the entire population served; joint use school/public libraries do not report statistics individually for public and school library communities.  

Texas Administrative Code Rules for Administering the Library Systems Act Rule §181 Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries In The State Library System is mandatory for joint use school/public libraries that are members of Texas Public Library Systems. <www.tsl.state.tx.us/ld/pubs/libsysact/lsarules.html#1.81>  The 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics for the joint use school/public libraries were reviewed in relation to requirements for:  1) local expenditures per capita; 2) library materials per capita; 3) weekly service hours; and 4) weekly hours of head librarian.  Rule §181 Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries In The State Library System was amended on March 25, 2005, increasing the required local expenditure per capita beginning in FY 2007.  Data from the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics were also reviewed in relation to this increased requirement for FY 2007.

The current Texas Library Association Public Library Standards were approved by the Texas Library Association Council on April 24, 2002 and by the Texas State Library and Archives Commission on May 14, 2002. <www.txla.org/groups/plstand/plstand.html>  The Texas Library Association web site states, “In addition to developing and evaluating their own client based goals, libraries are obliged to implement the other standards as will best benefit their community.”  The Public Library Standards provide guidelines for three levels:  Essential, Enhanced, and Excellent.  In the findings section, the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics for the joint use school/public libraries are reviewed in relation to the Essential Level for 1) materials per capita; 2) circulation transactions per capita; and 3) weekly service hours.

Joint Use School/Public Libraries Surveyed

The Director of LD provided a list of joint use school/public libraries that meet system accreditation standards and serve students in grades K-12 for examination within the scope of this study to the Consultant.  Initially twenty-three sites were identified, and several more libraries were subsequently added to the list.  

The 24 joint use school/public libraries surveyed are located in communities across the state.  They provide programming and services to a total population of 184,272 Texas residents.  The average population size is 7,594.  The Clint library supports the largest population group of 25,642, and Guthrie the smallest, serving a community of 333 members.  

Table I below includes names of the joint use school/public libraries, cities in which they are located, dates of onsite visits or interviews, and dates of telephone interviews, unless otherwise noted.  Joint use school/public libraries that are branches of the San Antonio Public Library and the Corpus Christi Public Libraries were not included in the study since 2004 Public Library Statistics data is not available on individual branches of large urban libraries.

Study Findings

Findings from responses to survey questions and data from the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics have been combined in the following sections, which are analogous to the ten sections of the Questionnaire (Appendix B).  Information is presented in tabular, graphic and text formats, based upon how data trends could best be represented, or for ease of communication.  The base number of survey responses was twenty-four, and all percentages are based upon this number, unless otherwise stated.  Average and mean are used interchangeably.  Specific survey questions are referenced throughout the section.

The survey did not include questions concerning average daily school attendance, school faculty size, or community demographics ratios, and consequently these are not included in this report.

I.
Facilities and Accessibility

Of the 24 joint use school/public libraries surveyed, 37.5% are located within a school, and 62.7% are stand-alone libraries.  Over 83% had an outside entrance, and only one library required public patrons to sign-in at the school office.  

The average square footage reported in the TSLAC 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics for the surveyed libraries is 5,179 square feet.  The smallest is 1,200 square feet and the two largest are 10,000 square feet.  The median square footage is 5,000 square feet.  

Meeting rooms are available, and are available equally to both the school and public communities, in 66.6% of the libraries surveyed. (Question 8 and 8a)  With the exception of meeting room facilities, librarians surveyed reported that the joint use school/public libraries provide adequate space for children and adults, internet access, after-school access, teacher access and meeting space access where available.

In all 24 of the joint use school/public libraries (100%) surveyed, librarians reported that: 

· School did not have to be open for the public to access the library; (Question 3c)

· Students had access to the library after school hours; (Question 4)

· Teachers made appointments for classes to visit the library; (Question 6)

· Parking spaces are available for the public. (Question 7)

In 91.6% of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed, librarians reported that:

· Separate areas were provided for children and adults; (Question 10)

· Internet is equally available to the public and school communities during school hours; (Question 11a)

· The library is open equally to the school and public communities. (Question 12)

II.
Signage

Of the 24 joint use school/public libraries surveyed, 21 (87.5%) have signs outside the building that identify the facility as a public library. (Question 13)  When public library users enter through a school building, over half have signs directing users to the library. (Question 14)  If the library was located within a small school facility, the additional signage was not warranted.  The majority of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed meet the goal of providing signage that welcomes and directs the public to the library.

One library is especially pleased with the marquee sign they had just received as part of a Tocker grant.  This sign has generated renewed interest in library programs.

III.
Hours of Operation

Hours of library operation are reported in the TSLAC 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics, and Questions 15 through 19 of the survey concerned hours of operation.  The 24 joint use school/public libraries surveyed reported an average operational schedule of 46.3 hours per week, with 49 hours per week as the median.  In the summer, only 21 libraries reported weekly hours of operation, averaging 31.12 hours per week, with a median of 29 hours per week.  

Hours of operation are generally reduced during the summer.  Nineteen of the libraries report that they are closed during the spring break, and sixteen report that they are closed during the winter break.  Hours are inadequate to serve the public library community in most of the joint use school/public libraries during the spring and winter breaks.  

It was difficult to understand if the hours of library operation were determined by availability of staff, or by school hours.  The Consultant did find that the hours of all libraries differed in opening and closing times, and operational days of the week.  

The Rules for Administering the Library Systems Act §1.81, Quantitative Standards for Accreditation of Library  specifies minimum service hours per week required for membership in Texas Library Systems.  The 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics indicate that 100% of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed meet or exceed the minimum required service hours per week during the school year, and that 18 of the 24 joint use school/public libraries (75%) meet or exceed the minimum required services hours, as shown in Table III.1 below.  The minimum service hours per week remain at the same level in the Standards for Accreditation of Library, as amended on March 25, 2005.

The Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards recommend weekly service hours for essential, enhanced, and excellent library services.  Data reported in the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics indicate that 21 of the 24 joint use school/public libraries (87.5%) surveyed meet or exceed the recommendation for minimum weekly service hours at the essential level during the school year, and that 9 of the 24 (37.50%) meet or exceed the recommendation for weekly service hours at the essential level during the summer months, as shown in Table III.2 below.

IV.
Staffing

Questions 20 through 21 concerned staffing levels.  For the joint use school/public libraries surveyed, the median and mode staffing level are 2 full time equivalents (FTEs) employees, as shown in Chart IV.1 below. (Question 20)

Many of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed lack adequate professional staff to provide service throughout the year to both school and public library communities.  In addition, year-round access is not available to both the school and public communities served in many of the joint use school/public libraries.

The 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics indicate that only 6 of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed have a fulltime librarian on staff with an ALA-accredited MLS.  There are a total of 67 fulltime equivalent employees working in the survey library sample.  

Since all surveyed libraries support a school library media program, at a minimum it is recommended that they comply with the acceptable staffing levels outlined in the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas which specify acceptable staffing levels for school libraries based upon average daily attendance (ADA), as outlined in Table IV.2 below.

The Rules for Administering the Library Systems Act §1.81, Quantitative Standards for Accreditation of Library <www.tsl.state.tx.us/ld/pubs/libsysact/lsarules.html#1.81 specify the minimum number of hours per week for employment of the head librarian required for membership in Texas Library Systems.  The 2004 Texas Library Statistics indicate that all of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed meet or exceed the required minimum number of hours per week for employment of the head librarian, as shown in Table IV.3 below.  The required minimum hours per week remain at the same level in the Standards for Accreditation of Library, as amended on March 25, 2005.

V.
Collection

Of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed, 21 of 24 libraries (87.5%) report that their collection adequately supports the joint use school/public community. (Question 22)  

Collection Formats and Size

20 of the 24 libraries (83.3%) report that they purchase best sellers for the collection. (Question 24)  Selection is performed for both the school and public community by the librarian in 100% of the 24 libraries surveyed. (Questions 25 and 26) 

The Consultant found an abundance of commercial video recordings available for circulation in the libraries visited.  Information in videotape format may increasingly continue to serve community needs.  However, questions should be asked about replacing the video format with CDs or DVDs.

When asked whether the library offered online databases to students, 22 of the 24 libraries, or 91.6%, responded positively. (Question 27)  The public library resource, TexShare database, or other electronic resources are offered by 23 of the 24, or 95.8% of the libraries surveyed. (Question 28)  The Consultant found that TexShare database information is a very misunderstood issue.  Some school students are not allowed to use TexShare databases while in the library, although the library is a public library facility.  Some librarians did understand that the students could only use TexShare databases while in the library and not in the classroom or computer lab.

The 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics reveal that the total collection size for the 24 libraries surveyed is 550,143, as shown in Table V.1 below.  The total population size served by the 24 libraries is 184,272, and the average collection size for the 24 libraries is 22,923 items, or 2.99 items per capita.  The average number of book and serials per library is 20,280, which accounts for the largest percentage of items (88%) in the total collection.

The Rules for Administering the Library Systems Act §1.81, Quantitative Standards for Accreditation of Library <www.tsl.state.tx.us/ld/pubs/libsysact/lsarules.html#1.81> specifies minimum collection per capita required for membership in Texas Library Systems.  The 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics indicate that 100% of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed meet or exceed the minimum collection per capita requirements for 2006 of at least one item per capita.  The minimum collection per capita requirements remain at the same level in the Standards for Accreditation of Library, as amended on March 25, 2005.

The Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards recommend materials per capita for essential, enhanced, and excellent library collections.  Data reported in the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics indicate that 21 of the 24 joint use school/public libraries (87.5%) surveyed meet or exceed the recommendation for materials per capita at the essential level.

Collection Expenditures

Comments from librarians surveyed concerning the distribution of their collection development budget reveal appreciation of the state or local library funding support.  However, 14 out of 24 libraries surveyed (58.3%) expressed the need for additional funding.   

The 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics reveal that the 24 joint use school/public libraries spent a total of $400,225, with an average expenditure of $16,676 per library, and the median of $14,213.  Chart V.1 below shows a ranked listing of the 24 joint use school/public libraries based upon the amount of their total annual collection expenditure.

The 2004 Public Library Statistics reveal that the joint use school/public libraries had a median expenditure on collections of $3.165 and average of $2.17 per capita.  Twelve of the libraries spend less than $3.00 per capita.  Chart V.2 below ranks the per capita expenditure for the surveyed joint use school/public libraries.

The School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas recommend that school library programs receive campus or district budgets equal to the number of students times 1.00 multiplied by the average replacement cost of a book, that annual library budgets may be adjusted for inflation.  The average cost of a book in 2003, reported in the March, 2003 issue of School Library Journal was $19.18.   Budget recommendations are in Standard II, Principle III. <www.tsl.state.tx.us/ld/schoollibs/sls/stand2.html>  It is beyond the scope of this study to evaluate the level of success of the joint use school/public libraries in achieving the budget recommendations of School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas.  The number and percentage of the budget allocated to the school and public library communities is not reported to TSLAC in the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics, and the majority of librarians were unable to specify the percentages during the interviews.

Collection by Communities Served

When asked to identify the percentage of their collection for adults 13 of the 24 respondents (54.2%) did not know what percent of the collection would be considered adult, since much of collection could be utilized by both adults and young people. (Question 23)  The overlap of collection holdings made designation of a percentage difficult.

At the Acceptable Level of Program Development, Standard III, Principle 1 <www.tsl.state.tx.us/ld/schoollibs/sls/stand3.html> of the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas recommends that school library programs provide a balanced and current collection of at least 9,000 books, audiovisual software, and multi-media, or at least 16 items per student at elementary level, at least 14 items per student at middle school level, and at least 12 items per student at high school level, whichever is greater.  It is beyond the scope of this study to evaluate the level of success of the joint use school/public libraries in achieving this recommended minimum collection size.  The number and percentage of the collection for the school and public library communities are not reported to TSLAC in the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics, and only 10 librarians were able to specify the percentages during the interviews. (Question 23)

Chart V.3 below summarizes the responses for the 10 librarians who reported the percentage of collection expenditures for adult and juvenile collections, and school curriculum support.  Eight of the ten librarians reported that their collections do not support school curriculum.  These findings indicate that these library collections do not support a joint use school/public mission.

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Circulation 

The 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics reveal that the average annual circulation is 26,899 items per library for the joint use school/public libraries surveyed.  The median is 22,089, as shown in Chart V.4 below.

Chart V.5 summarizes the circulation per capita for each library in the survey sample, based on the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics.  The aggregated data indicates an average of 7.5 items circulated per capita, a median of 6 items per capita, and a mode of between 1 and 2 items per capita.

The Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards recommends circulation per capita for essential, enhanced, and excellent library collections.  Data reported in the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics indicate that 16 of the 24 joint use school/public libraries surveyed (66.67%) meet or exceed the recommended circulation per capita at the essential level.

VI.
Programs and Services

Most of the librarians surveyed were unable to articulate the basic library programs and services provided by the library program in response to open-ended Question #31.  The most common response was “Summer Reading Program.”  Perhaps this question was too broad, or librarians did not understand the definition of basic services.  When prompted, responses included: distance learning, Internet, genealogy, book fairs, storytime, and family night.  When asked about instruction in library or database use, the most common response was “instruction is given when requested.”  

Twenty-two of the 24 libraries surveyed (91.7%) reported that they participate in the Texas Reading Club as recommended in the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards and the School Library Programs:  Standards and Guidelines for Texas.  The Standard 1, Principle 2 of School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas also encourages participation in local, state and national reading initiatives; librarians interviewed made no mention of Bluebonnet, TAYSHAS, 2 X 2, or Lone Star reading programs.  

Although the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas recommends collaboration between teachers and librarians, collaborative activities were rarely mentioned.  Interview responses did not reveal collaboration between the library staff and the school faculty in support of the state mandated curriculum or research skills.

Librarians surveyed rarely responded that database and reference instruction for students were part of services offered.  One librarian stated that “database purchases are a waste of money.”  When asked why she felt that way, she responded: “No one ever uses them.”  If databases are not used, this may indicate a need for instruction on integration of databases to support the curriculum, and on methods of research using the databases.

The most common survey responses regarding services offered are outlined in Table VI.1 below.

VII.
Publicity and Communication

Publicity and promotion among the surveyed joint use school/public libraries was fairly diverse, but publicity was typically placed within the library rather than within the community.  Many use retail marquees, columns in local newspapers, newspaper advertisements, and cable as examples of reaching beyond the walls of the library to promote and market library services.  Chart VII.1 below outlines responses to open-ended Questions 37 and 38.  Percentages of libraries that reported using specific types of publicity methods are indicated in Table VII.1 below. (Questions 37 and 38)  Responses reveal a reliance upon an informal word of mouth approach, brochures and flyers distributed in the library, newsletters, newspapers, retail marquees, cable advertising, and internet web sites.

Funding Level, Source and Budget Considerations
All data in this section is from the 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics.  Total income for all joint use school/public libraries surveyed was $2,543,028 for 2004, which is slightly higher than the total operating expenses of $2,495,022.  Table VIII.1 below shows the highest and lowest figures for operating expenses in the libraries surveyed.

Librarians surveyed reported that budget approvals are made collaboratively between the public and school administrations in 5 of the 24 libraries (20.8%).  Most cited budget approval as the role of school administrators.  The difference between administrative approval for policies, procedures, and funding in the joint use school/public libraries surveyed is significant.  Many librarians discussed lack of, or minimal financial support from, city government for the joint use school/public libraries.

Interview responses concerning the budget indicate that librarians know very little about the budget process.  In most cases, the budget is approved without librarian requests, identified need, or input.  A better understanding of the budget process may result in improved budget support.

Few complaints were made about the level of funding.  Some librarians commented that membership in Texas Library Systems gave them opportunities for grant applications.  Indications of grant applications being sought through educational sources were not mentioned.  Because most of these libraries are rural, and are serving two types of populations, they may qualify for many federal educational grants.  

The Rules for Administering the Library Systems Act §1.81, Quantitative Standards for Accreditation of Library specifies minimum local expenditures per capita required for membership in Texas Library Systems.  The 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics indicate that all of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed meet or exceed the required minimum local expenditures per capita.  Based on current population levels, 23 of the 24 joint use school/public libraries (95.8%) surveyed will meet or exceed the increased minimum local expenditures per capita required by the Standards for Accreditation of Library, as amended on March 25, 2005.

IX.
Mission Statement

The mission statement is an important part of joint use school/public library operations.  Of the 24 joint use school/public libraries surveyed, 15 respondents (62.5%) had a joint mission statement. (Question 39)  Librarians reported that the mission statement was approved by both the school and public library administration in 12 of the 24 libraries (50%). (Question 39a)

Chart X.1 below indicates that most of the libraries surveyed responded that the public administration provides more support for the school library mission than the school administration provides for the public library mission.  13 of 24 librarians (54.2%) surveyed responded that the public library administration supports the school mission, 6 (25%) responded that support is neutral, 3 (12.5%) responded that the public library administration is non-supportive, and 2 (8.3%) responded that the question does not apply.  

Nine of libraries (37.5%) surveyed responded that the school administration supports the public mission, 7 (29.2%) responded that support is neutral, 1 (4.1%) responded that the school administration is non-supportive, and 7 (29.2%) responded that the question does not apply.

64% of joint use school/public libraries surveyed report that a collection development policy is in place and has been approved by the library board, as shown in Chart X.I below.  Most other survey responses reflect approval by a combination of the school and public library boards.  (Question 43B)

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Survey responses indicate that a variety of administrative procedures are in place for joint use school/public libraries in Texas. Characteristics of Successful 

Joint Use School/Public Libraries and Librarians

What determines a successful or a marginal joint use school/public library?  In this section, success factors are described based on observations made at on site visits, responses to interview questions, and the Consultant’s experience and observations of school and public library programs over the years.

The Ellen Brooks West Memorial Library in Forney, which serves a population of 12,688, is an excellent example of a joint use school/public library attached to a school.  It is relatively new and has 10,000 square feet, a separate outside entrance, and ample parking.  It can easily be opened when the school is closed.  There is an entrance to the high school hallway from the back of the library.  There are several small rooms that may be used for conference rooms or meeting rooms, as well as a distance learning lab.  TexShare databases are available to both students and the public.  Additional online resources such as Digital Knowledge Central with EBSCO, Newsbank, and Encyclopedia Brittanica are also available.  The library is staffed by a full-time professional librarian and a full-time clerk.  The library is open 53.75 hours per week when school is in session, and 25 hours per week when school is not in session.  The library is large enough to serve the growing population in the community for years to come.

An example of a small, yet functional and appealing joint use school/public library is the Claud H. Gilmer Memorial Library in Rocksprings, which serves a population of 2,081.  There are 2 full-time equivalent staff members.  The library is open 53 hours per week when school is in session, and 24 hours per week when school is not in session.  With 5,200 square feet and simple arrangement within a rectangular space, this library demonstrates an accessible facility which could serve as an excellent model for other communities.  Although shelving is limited, each part of the library is utilized effectively.  The children’s section is separate from the adult section, computers are utilized in the main part of the library, and supervision of the entire library is possible from a centrally located circulation desk.  A small distance learning lab is already being utilized.  Bulletin boards inside the entrance provide information about the library and events.  The Hill Country tin roof and simple interior décor added to the external appeal of this library.  Functional areas include rest rooms for men and women, storage areas, and a librarian’s work area.  A back entrance allows access to nearby schools.  Parking for community members is located directly in front of the library.  Throughout the interview, the Consultant observed patrons using the library computers, and returning and checking out materials.  

Two outstanding joint use school/public libraries that have unique programs are the Olney Community Library and Arts Center, in Olney and the Collingsworth Public Library, in Wellington.  These two libraries are similar in the length of establishment, size, and commitment to community service.  

The Olney Community Library and Arts Center serves a total population of 9,144, including all schools.  With 10,000 square feet of total space, it is an active center for community events.  There are 5 full time equivalent staff members, including one librarian with an ALA accredited MLS.  The library is open 60 hours per week when school is in session, and 55 hours per week when school is not in session.  Planning and cooperative long-range vision contribute to the success of this program.  Due to the depth of planning and community involvement, Olney is a library that should be visited by any group planning a joint library.  Reports on the Olney Project and planning documents can serve as suggestions for planning.

The Collingsworth Public Library serves a population of 3,103, has 4 full-time equivalent staff members, and has a total of 8,500 square feet.  The library is open 54 hours per week when school is in session, and 46 hours per week when school is not in session.  Both junior high and high school students can easily walk to the Collingsworth library; the elementary school has its own library.  The TexShare databases and the Internet are available to both students and the public.  As members of the Texas Panhandle Library System and Harrington Library Consortium, a library card issued at Collingsworth Public Library can be used at dozens of libraries around the Texas Panhandle, including the facilities at Amarillo College , Amarillo Technical Center, Clarendon College, Frank Phillips College, and Wayland Baptist University.  Likewise, patrons who hold cards from any member library may check out most items from the Collingsworth Public Library.
Communities that are considering building new joint use school/public libraries, or renovating existing ones, will find that the specifications for facilities described in the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas will result in an outstanding facility for both public and school library use.  

The Consultant has observed that the following characteristics of libraries and librarians lead to success.

(1) Enthusiasm:  For a library program to be successful, the librarian must be enthusiastic about the library program and its effect on the community.  The enthusiasm is based on the librarian’s dedication, and an ability to be flexible and to welcome change.  While impossible to quantify, enthusiasm is an observable behavior to the library visitor.

(2) Change Agent: The librarian is a catalyst for the community, and welcomes guidance from all segments of the community and all agencies.  TSLAC and the Library Development Division, even with limited staff, are dedicated to the improvement of library service in Texas.  Librarians, in joint use school/public libraries who take advantage of school and public staff development through both the Education Service Center programs, TSLAC, the 10 regional Texas Library Systems, demonstrate the ability to serve as a catalyst.

(3) Community Involvement:  Community awareness is obvious from conversations with the librarian and staff in joint use school/public libraries.  The pride in the community, the activities of the community, and the needs of the community are expressed sincerely, even to a stranger visiting the library.

(4) Library Service:  Librarians should have a complete understanding that the library serves the community.  The community includes school students and adult community members.  The designated name of the facility may be joint use school/public library, however, the basic premise is that of a public library.  

(5)  Public and Human Relations:  Libraries include many objects, but the most important aspect of a successful library is the human factor.  The library of today is engaged in many activities that were not considered in years past.  Providing second language classes, programs for students attempting to complete education requirements, and service to an increasing aging population are just a few needs for today’s library.  The library director and staff are committed to an expanding array of services.  Resentment toward change is not found in the successful library.

(6) Technology:  The ability to welcome the new “carriers of knowledge” is an essential factor in the successful library.  The ability to link libraries with technology, and the ability to communicate through distant learning laboratories in the library, will continue to provide new avenues for communication and learning in the library.  The successful librarian identifies the need, understands the use, and secures funding for technology that improves library service.

(7) Circulation and Financial Support:  Libraries have adequate budget and  collections to meet the needs of both the student and public communities. 

Recommendations and Comments

I. Facilities and Accessibility.  Goal: to determine how effectively the library facilities serve the joint mission

Recommendation:  Communities should consider facilities recommendations in Standard IV: Learner-Centered Library Environment of the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas, and facilities recommendations in the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, when building new joint use school/public library facilities, or when renovating existing buildings.

Recommendation:  TSLAC should prepare suggestions, best practices, and models of how communities can design and create joint use school/public library facilities accessible to all community segments served.  All facilities surveyed met the joint mission from a tangible, physical accessibility perspective, but many libraries surveyed were not very inviting or appealing, and did not have functional spaces for the joint use school/public library mission.  

II. Signage.  Goal: To determine if signage is available to welcome and direct the public library community.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should utilize the universal library symbol signage at strategic locations within the community to enhance community awareness of the library’s location.  

III. Hours of Operation.  Goal: To determine if hours of operation are adequate for both the school and public library communities.

Recommendation:  Librarians in existing joint use school/public libraries, and communities planning future joint use school/public libraries, should consider the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas, the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, and the Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries In The State Library System when establishing hours of operation. 

Recommendation:  TSLAC should suggest minimum operational hours in three categories:

· Weekday hours should reflect a minimum number of daily hours for each library to be open to the public.  

· Weekend and evening hours should reflect a minimum number of hours for both evening and weekends.

· Holidays: (Hours should be based on standard hours for city, county, state, and national holidays.)

Recommendation:  Librarians in joint use school/public libraries should make recommendations for hours of operation for approval by the school and public library boards.
Recommendation:  Librarians in joint use school/public libraries that are within schools should work with administrators to provide funds to staff the library beyond the school calendar.  Most librarians in joint use school/public libraries that are within schools are paid on the basis of the school calendar.  Consequently, these librarians are not on duty during spring and winter breaks, unless arrangements are made with the school administration.  

IV. Staffing.  Goal: To determine if adequate staffing is available when the library is open to serve both the school and public library communities.

Recommendation:   Since all surveyed libraries support both the general public and the school community, it is recommended that libraries consider both the staffing levels outlined in the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, and in the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should have FTE staffing levels recommended in School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas to support recommended hours of services for weekdays, weekends, evenings, and holidays.

Recommendation:  TSLAC should consider developing standard terminology for FTE staff in joint use school/public libraries.  Responses to questions about staffing and hours worked by staff were varied.  Librarians interviewed had no uniform terminology for library staff positions.  Some librarians are referred to as director, others as librarian, and a few are called the lead or head librarian.  

Recommendation:  According to the Rules for Administering the Library Systems Act §1.81, Quantitative Standards for Accreditation, in a library serving a population of 5,000 or fewer persons, “The head librarian is employed in library duties at least 20 hours per week.”  This standard does not indicate that all 20 hours be spent in a specific library.  This should be clarified.  

Recommendation:  TSLAC should consider designating a specified minimum number of hours per week for library “directors.”  Head librarians who work that required number of hours per week, should be officially designated as “director.”  Titles could also be tied to the number of hours worked for other staff members.  For example, library clerks or library assistants can be described by a title tied to the number of hours worked.  The responses of part time library assistant, library clerk, and other part time help could then be reported in a more uniform manner.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should be encouraged to employ a sufficient number of staff with experience and knowledge to serve both the school and public library communities.  The 2004 Texas Public Library Statistics indicate there are a total of 67 fulltime equivalent employees working in the libraries surveyed and that only 6 of the libraries have a fulltime librarian on staff with an ALA-accredited MLS.   

V. Collection.  Goal: To determine whether the collection serves the joint mission.

Recommendation:  TSLAC should send a statement of clarification about TexShare, and guidelines for use of the databases by students, to all of the joint use school/public libraries.  TexShare database information is an often misunderstood issue.  In some joint use school/public libraries, students are not allowed to use TexShare databases.  In addition, some librarians do not understand that students may only use TexShare databases while in the library, and not in the classroom or computer lab. TSLAC may want to consider circulation of the Power Point and video tape developed through the Link to Learn project.  Both of these resources explained appropriate use of TexShare databases.  The video tape (which can be duplicated) is an excellent resource for students that explains database versus Internet searching.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should consider the specifications for collection size and content recommended in both the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, and in the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas to develop collections that meet the needs of both the school and public library communities.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should be encouraged to establish board approved policies outlining percentages of collection development funds to be spent on juvenile and adult collections and on curriculum support.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should establish as a funding goal the purchase of one new book per student, in accordance with the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas.  A goal should be established for funding the collection for the public library community, with consideration to the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, and the Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries In The State Library System.

Recommendation:  Librarians in joint use school/public libraries should consider the balance of formats of resources for the collection.  The Consultant found an abundance of commercial video recordings available for circulation in the libraries visited.  Information in videotape format may increasingly continue to serve community needs; however, questions should be asked about replacing video format with CD or DVD.

VI. Programs and Services.  Goal: To determine access to programs and services for both the school and public library communities.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should review both the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, and in the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas to establish programs and services that meet the needs of both the school and public library communities, including collaboration with teachers.  School libraries support curricular and instruction/research needs, as well as the use of information technology.  
Recommendation:  Copies of the revised School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas and the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards should be sent to all joint use school/public libraries with the request that they be read and discussed with school administrators and teachers and with public library administrators.  

Recommendation:  Both the Education Service Centers and the Library Development Division of TSLAC offer continuing education to librarians.  Workshops on School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines should be scheduled at system meetings, or through Education Service Centers.  

Recommendation:  The School Library Programs:  Standards and Guidelines for Texas, recommends that school librarians use outcome measures to show the impact of the library program on student learning of TEKS.  Librarians should be aware of these standards and utilize outcome measures to evaluate the program.  

Recommendation:  The Texas Reading Club program is an important part of public library services.  It takes place for only a few weeks each year and is heavily supported with publicity materials and programming guidance from TSLAC.  The Texas Reading Club and other readings initiatives could be sponsored throughout the year in joint use school/public libraries.

Recommendation:  Librarians in joint use school/public libraries should participate not only in the Texas Reading Club, but also in other statewide and national reading initiatives such as the Bluebonnet, TAYSHAS, 2 X 2, and Lone Star reading programs.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should provide TexShare database training to the school and public library communities on an ongoing basis, rather than providing it only on an “as needed” basis.  

Recommendation:  Statistics should reflect database usage to determine cost effectiveness of database purchases by TexShare.  

VII. Publicity and Communication.  Goal: To determine how the library publicizes programs and services.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should review their publicity plans to ensure that both school and public communities are informed of programs, services, and collections.

Recommendation:  Assistance from TSLAC to joint use school/public libraries should include public relations ideas, templates for brochures, and sample press releases for programs.  Many of the librarians interviewed indicated little communication between other librarians serving in joint use school/public libraries.  This communication problem could be remedied through a discussion list for joint use school/public libraries.  

VIII. Funding Level, Source, and Budget Consideration.  Goal:  To determine budget review and approval processes.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should establish collection development policies that include statements of the percentage of collection development funds to be spent on curriculum support for students and the percentage for the public library community.  The amount and percentage for students should take into consideration the funding recommendations in Standard II, Principle 3 of School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas.  The percentage of the collection for the public library community should take into consideration the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards and the Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries.
Recommendation:  TSLAC should inform joint use school/public libraries of the increase in per capita expenditures required in the March 25, 2005 amendment to the Rules for Administering the Library Systems Act §1.81, Quantitative Standards for Accreditation of Library.  While all of the joint use school/public libraries meet the current minimum requirements for funding, items per capita, service hours, and head librarian hours, one of the joint use school/public libraries will need to increase local funding in order to meet the requirements that become effective in 2007.
Recommendation:  TSLAC should conduct workshops on budget development.  Outcome measurement can be incorporated to demonstrate methods for justification of increased budget requests.  

Recommendation:  Librarians in joint use school/public libraries should be encouraged to become actively involved in the budget process.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public library should be made aware of the budget recommendation in School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas.  At the Acceptable Program Development level, the library should “receive from campus or district budget an amount equal to the number of students times 2.00 multiplied by the average replacement cost of a book, as reported annually in a national professional library publication such as Bowker or the March issue of School Library Journal. The average cost of a book in 2003 was reported as $19.18.  
Recommendation:  Librarians in joint use school/public libraries should be informed of available grant opportunities.

Recommendation:  An ongoing series of workshops for librarians and library board members should focus on grant writing and identification of grant funding.

IX. Mission Statement.  Goal: To determine if the library has a mission statement that expresses the joint mission that is approved by both school and public library governing bodies.

Recommendation:  Librarians in joint use school/public libraries should review their mission statements with public library and school governing authorities on a regularly scheduled basis.

Recommendation:  The topic of evaluation and review of the library’s mission should be considered for future workshops.

X. Governance Structure and Administration.  Goal: To determine if school and public library boards influence decisions on policies and services.

Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should establish policies and procedures to meet the joint mission.  School and public library administrations should be encouraged to schedule regular meetings to discuss, establish, and review policies, services, budget, and issues related to the joint mission.  Librarians should attend these meetings.  

Recommendation:  Communities planning a joint use school/public library should be provided with a template so that all documents will have a standard title, heading, date, and uniform format for information at the top of the document.  Resolutions from city, county, or school board should have the same standard heading and the lower text would be amended as needed by the governing agency.  A checklist for each library would be easy to maintain if standard headings were provided on each of the documents.  Library Development may want to consider the creation of a flow chart similar to that developed by the Department of Education, Queensland, Australia, 1966.  

Articles in professional journals included information about intergovernmental agreements (IGA).  “It was important early on to draft an intergovernmental agreement (IGA), reviewed by both institutions’ legal counsels and signed by both governing boards of the respective institutions.”
  

Recommendation:  The term in loco parentis means "in the place of a parent" and refers to the legal responsibility of a person or organization to take on some of the functions and responsibilities of a parent.  School libraries are required to act in loco parentis and provide access to resources that are appropriate for the ages the school serves.  Public libraries do not act in loco parentis and thus do not limit access to materials or services solely on the basis of the user’s age; nor do they attempt to enforce parentally dictated controls.  The issue of in loco parentis should be discussed with both the school and public library administrations of the joint use school/public libraries.  

Recommendation:  Texas Administrative Code Title 13, Part 1, Chapter 1, Subchapter C, Rule §1.86 Standards for Accreditation of Libraries Operated by Public School Districts, Institutions of Higher Education, or Units of State or Local Government (3) (A) states that (ii) “the district must submit written verification from the Texas Education Agency that it meets the standards specified in 19 TAC 63.11 “Requirements for School Library Media Programs.”  <http://info.sos.state.tx.us/pls/pub/readtac$ext.TacPage?sl=R&app=9&p_dir=&p_rloc=&p_tloc=&p_ploc=&pg=1&p_tac=&ti=13&pt=1&ch=1&rl=86>  Evidence of compliance was not examined as a part of this study.  The Consultant recommends that compliance be encouraged.
Overall Comments and Recommendations

No questions in this survey addressed systematic and objective evaluation of the library program, or the knowledge of, or self evaluation of libraries, using the new School Library Programs:  Standards and Guidelines for Texas.  Fitzgibbon suggested that “systematic and objective evaluation efforts should be implemented to assess whether there are improved library services to the community.”  Ken Haycock, in “The School-Housed Public Library” states: “Good management practice means constant evaluation on a formal and informal basis and from both perspectives.  Too frequently, one partner, usually the school, where there has been a strong program, gains in service but public library service suffers because it is evaluated, not on the basis of what should and can be, but on the basis of what was ‘something is better than nothing.’  Joint projects should be mutually beneficial and subject to contract revision and renewal on a regular basis.  Recent contributions to the professional literature on joint use school/public libraries have been mercifully shorn of the emotion and justifications of the past.  Joint use school/public libraries have enormous potential where sufficient planning with some expertise has preceded decision-making.  Not all criteria for successful operations necessarily apply to all situations but most criteria apply to every situation.  Analysis of the criteria outlined and current research, especial Shirley Aaron’s studies in Florida and Jim Dwyer’s in Australia provide an informed basis for study and action by professionals.”

Recommendation:  TSLAC should encourage joint use school/public libraries to review the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, the School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas, Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries In The State Library System.
Recommendation:  Joint use school/public libraries should initiate ongoing evaluation of their programs based on School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas, the Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, and Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries In The State Library System to establish goals for all areas of library services, including library policies, procedures, facilities, resources, staffing, and administration.
Recommendation:  TSLAC should consider the appointment of an ad hoc committee from the staff of current joint use school/public libraries to work with TSLAC Library Development staff to determine how Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards and School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas can be utilized most effectively.  

Recommendation:  Standards should be developed for joint use school/public libraries that address their unique qualities.  School Library Programs: Standards and Guidelines for Texas, Texas Library Association’s Public Library Standards, and Minimum Standards For Accreditation of Libraries In The State Library System can serve as the foundation for standards for joint use school/public libraries.  

Recommendation:  An evaluation form should be developed to be used by the community to evaluate joint use school/public library services.  This evaluation can serve a dual purpose, in that the community may not be aware of available services (or services that should be offered).  If all this evaluation is completed for all joint use school/public libraries, it can provide a benchmark for improvement.

Recommendation:  TSLAC should proceed immediately with the development and publication of a handbook for communities considering joint use school/public library development.  A list of joint use school/public libraries should be posted on the TSLAC Web site together with the booklet.  The bibliography included in this report can be posted on the TSLAC Web site and updated as new articles are identified.

One librarian commented that she wished she had received more guidance when the concept of joint use school/public library was being considered in the community.  She did visit some sites, but had nothing in writing from TSLAC to guide the local committee through planning steps.  A Handbook resulting from this study will be welcomed by communities contemplating a joint use school/public library.  
Recommendation:   TSLAC should inform the public about the services provided by joint use school/public libraries through publicity and programs.  Emphasis and publicity should be placed on the success and pride held by the community and staff of joint use school/public libraries.  

Recommendation:  Reports from joint use school/public libraries should reflect the unique quality and range of services provided. 
Recommendation:  TSLAC should consider a standard term for joint use school/public libraries.  A variety of terms are used in the professional literature.

· Joint-Libraries,  

Joint Use Libraries

· Combined libraries, 

Public/School Libraries

· Community libraries
 
School/Public Libraries

A term should be selected that reflects the recommendations made by Fitzgibbon that “the library is not two libraries in one building, but is integrated.”  If a standard term is selected that reflects community service, such as Community Library, the mission will not be considered as two separate missions, but one mission of a library with a focus on serving all members of the community.  Existing public libraries do not define their mission by group served.  Everyone using a joint use school/public library is a member of the public in the community.  Defining patrons in these libraries in the same manner as patrons in a public library will strengthen the mission of these libraries.

Recommendation:  The identification and encouragement of joint use school/public libraries should be considered a major component in future planning for library development.  The Library Development Division should work with library staff at the Education Service Centers to identify schools that can move into the joint use school/public library category.  

Recommendations for Future Studies 

1. Examine joint use school/public libraries that are branches of libraries in large metropolitan areas.

2. Allow ample time to plan the study and identify factors that, when conducted on a long range basis, will provide continual suggestions for improvements for joint use school/public library services.  

3. In planning the study, involve librarians serving in joint use school/public libraries, administrators, teachers, students, library staff at Education Service Centers, and System staff members.

4. Study the factors of personnel: librarian background, training, experience, and continuing education and clerical staff background training, experience and continuing education.

5. Consider programming aspects initiated by the librarian that provide outcome measures for a library program as it continues to expand.

6. Supply those conducting the study with complete background information on:

· various names used by the library

· identification of staff by name and title

· identification of roles of staff, whether clerical or certified

· information regarding job descriptions

7. Utilize on-site visits for at least 90% of the libraries to be studied.  

8. Utilize a timeline so that complete planning for the study can be conducted throughout late spring and summer months.

9. Initiate the study in the fall and complete the survey throughout the months schools are in session.

10. Mail surveys to libraries prior to on-site visits or interviews.

11. Include information on staff development hours and types of continuing education credits earned by library staff as part of the study.

12. Interview community members about the library program and how the library serves the community.

13. No question was included concerning continuing education through the Education Service Centers or Systems Offices.  Exploration of this topic may provide a better picture of professional staff development.

Final Observations 

Texas, because of its size, unserved populations for library services, and vast rural and isolated areas, can effectively provide library service to communities through the establishment of additional joint use school/public libraries.  Joint use school/public libraries in Texas are not just a tentative solution in the provision of library services in a community.  The Consultant found the majority of the joint use school/public libraries surveyed are providing full service to citizens of their communities during the school year and summer, and that they are a viable part of library service.  The identification and encouragement of joint use school/public libraries should be considered a major component in future planning for library development in Texas.

In 2003 the Texas State Library and Archives Commission (TSLAC) conducted “A Study of Public Library Development in Texas”. The study (by Himmel and Wilson) had several recommendations for TSLAC to consider to help improve public library service to the people of Texas. One of the recommendations was that TSLAC:

Encourage the exploration of the establishment of joint school-public libraries under interlocal agreements in areas where stand-alone public libraries are unlikely to remain viable.

In order to begin implementing this recommendation, we have now commissioned a study to examine the existing joint school-public libraries in Texas.  Mary Lankford, consultant and retired Director of Libraries for the Texas Education Agency, is conducting the study.  During July, Mary will contact your library to schedule a time to visit your library and interview you in person.
