Agenda Item 1.  Call to Order
Dade convened the meeting at 11:10 a.m. Rooks was unable to attend.

Agenda Item 2.  Public Comment

None.

Agenda Item 3.  Approval of Minutes from November 13, 2006

No changes. Specht moved for approval; Price seconded.  Unanimous approval.

Agenda Item 7.  Discussion of the system program funding formula

Action Requested:  Approval of process

Visitors were in attendance to speak to this agenda item. It was agreed by the members to move the agenda item so that they would not have to stay for the entire meeting. Littrell explained that the Sunset Commission recommended moving the system funding formula from statute to rule. The recommendation will be part of the Sunset bill to be introduced in this session. In order to have a new formula in rule in a timely manner, a timeline to adopt a new formula before the next fiscal year, the process to do so, and  some sample formula scenarios were provided. 

Meraz stated that the Association was in favor of the change from statute to rule. She also expressed concern over the brevity of the timeline to recommend a new formula. Tuohy commented that a new formula did not have to happen immediately, that the effective date of the change in statute could be remedied in the legislative process.

Canales moved that the process be followed as recommended by staff, with the understanding that during the process a decision may be made to adopt a formula for the next biennium (SFY2008-2009), and that there then would be a longer process to consider a formula for the SFY2010-2011 biennium and beyond. Price seconded the motion and all were in favor.

Agenda Item 5.  Library Services and Technology Act Five-Year Plan evaluation and plan

Action Requested:  None
Littrell updated the Board on the requirement from the federal government to provide an evaluation of the five-year plan in the fifth year of the plan and a new five-year plan to cover FY2008-2012. A contract with Ester Smith of EGS Consulting has been issued for the evaluation of the current plan. A timeline for the FY2008-2012 plan was provided.

Agenda Item 6.  Sunset process recommendations

Action Requested:  None

Sunset Commission decisions were provided. Tuohy commented on the loss of county librarian certification and asked what steps would be taken to ensure that qualified personnel would be required for libraries. Littrell said that it could be addressed in the quantitative standards of the rules at some point. Seidenberg clarified that addressing the issue through the accreditation standards would mean the agency was accrediting libraries, not individuals.

Agenda Item 4.  Loan Star Libraries Formula Taskforce - Update

Action Requested:  None

Littrell reported that members had agreed on principles and began discussion of alternative funding formulas but had not come to a consensus during the meetings to date. She reminded members that there is a online forum on this issue for the library community. The taskforce has another meeting scheduled for February 7, 2007.
