a. Do another survey in the Spring of 2021
3. Priorities of resources
a. Renewals - TQ solicitation to be included with TS solicitation, Teaching Books and Gale Science in Context can’t be renewed so will need to do a solicitation for those types of resources. Breadth of the scope of work, will depend on the available budget. TQ participation fee will be raised to 29 cents per student to continue Learn360. 
b. Possible cuts - Don’t expect a budget cut for this year, possible in the coming fiscal year (SFY21/2020-21 school year). We can’t continue to keep all of the resources without an increase in available funds. Possible to narrow the solicitation scope. What would you like to see us keep? Science and technology, possible to fit Teaching Books with the STEAM focus. Also need to do a solicitation for eBooks. ProQuest can still be renewed, as well as Learning Express. 
c. Usage? - Teaching Books moving from C4 to C5 - their stats are high because of this, Gale remains high for all of the resources, can’t currently pull out Gale Science in Context from the other Gale resources. Generally the eBooks have low usage, but they are also a relatively inexpensive resource. Having the eBooks during remote learning is much more of a priority than it was before COVID-19. Prioritize Science and other curriculum resources and to get a more robust eBook platform - the current one is not very robust for use. Gale Science is on the low end of usage. The LTI/SSO integration really increases usage! We need to continue to look at how the resources we have support our kids in their current environment! This will make a difference when we consider what resources we continue to offer. Teaching Books audio files have been very useful in the current learning environment. Need to look at the March, April, and May usage to formulate what we will need to for the future learning environments. 
d. Need a future eBook meeting to discuss the needs of students in the future - possibly in the mid to late summer - would like to include some classroom teachers and other educators who can help us know what is needed at the curriculum level.

4. TexQuest Virtual Learning Conference - attendance, schedule, and evaluation with comments
a. June 23, 24, and 25 - we would really like for some teachers to attend when would be the best time for teachers? Things pushed back to July from June. Good to offer since we will all need virtual training. 
b. Time Span – 3 days? Three days would work if you had specific training related to curriculum - maybe match ELA with Social Studies and Science and Math - more of a focus on content to appeal to teachers.

Will teachers receive CE credits? This is especially important for teachers and small districts who need PD for their teachers. CTE slightly more important than Special Ed. Strands per day that focus on curriculum resources. Maybe need to have a training in July to include the teachers that are new and/or transitioning from one district to another. Near to address the new ELA TEKS!!! Especially since this is the second adoption year!
