Promotion:

e May is a great month to set up a table in the cafeteria during lunchtime to promote Summer
Reading!

e Similar to origami, all made from paper. Right now | have a take out box to promote my Teen
Take Out program

e 3D flyersin the library and take home promos for teens.

e And a shiruken from paper stuck into the flyer for my Toshokan Tuesday program.

e We have the teachers handout flyers at the schools and we post it everywhere we can!

e We were thinking of getting one shirt of each style (children, teens, and adults) and wear them
on our program days during the summer!

e Having the staff wear the shirts is a great way to help promote the reading programs at the
library

e We also use local newspaper and local TV show

e We wear the t-shirts on Fidays & weekends that we bought from CSP

e On the t-shirt it would have been nice to see a book some where to like the two together.

e We had a summer kick off party for all the programs-- kids, tweens, teens & adults.

e We go visit schools and talk about Summer Reading starting in May

e We print our programs on the back of the bookmarks.

e We also use flyers at the public computer stations.



¢ In May we do School visits. We work with our school district and they will email a master
calendar to every school. Then the school will print out our calendars of our Summer Reading
Program and pass them out to each student the last weeks of school.

What is a shrinky dink? Shrinky dinks are a craft where you color pictures on special plastic and then
cook them in the oven where they shrink up into a charm or piece of hard plastic. You can buy
special plastic sheets or use #6 plastic to make your own.

Shrinky Dinks were a big hit last summer

We are making bleached t-shirts, cooking together, and making duct tape flower pens.

We make Kindle or iPad holders out of duct tape. The teens (and adults) love them!

We actually used an old crock pot to melt the wax for the candles. For the candles, this sounds like
it would keep things neater and tidy...

If you have the room outside you could have a Diet Coke/Mentos contest and see whose diet coke
explodes higher!

We used one of the crock pot bags that lines the crock pot and it kept the wax warm enough and
then we let them add the smells they wanted in the jars.

We gave away Angry Bird pillows. Teens loved them.
