Minutes

1. Reviewed charge of the task force.
2. Reviewed accreditation principles document.  The group did not make any changes to the principles; however there was discussion about the need to look at outputs. 

Other major points raised by taskforce members included:

· At what point should criteria be set? Where libraries are today, or where they need to be?

· Taskforce members want to review population assignment rules

· Diversity in Texas is an issue to consider

· How to address the need for libraries to be community responsive

· Suggestion that the criteria could reward formal cooperation – cooperation being a key need for libraries now and in the future

· Should we give credit to libraries for certain activities they are doing, such as community engagement or certain types of programming?
· Consider a way where the criteria are not “one size fits all” and allowing libraries to meet perhaps 5 out of 10 criteria to be accredited

3. The next step for the group is to begin the review of the current accreditation criteria and ask questions/make comments using the listserv.  The next meeting will be in Austin at annual assembly.  We will go through the current criteria and discuss them in-depth.
