Links that appear over background images displayed on the
Main, Adv Search and Search pages don’t meet the 4.5:1
contrast ratio. Workaround: Only small areas of the links
overlapping the image do not qualify for the specified ratio.
They are largely visible, otherwise. Switching to a high
contrast mode in the browser options can help with this
issue.

Any grey on white elements for navigation are in the
backlog and will be updated to the appropriate contrast by
Q1 of 2026.

Adv Search page has filters which the user can turn on and
off. Each on and off button has the same label.

Workaround: Users oriented to the field they are on are
presented with the option to turn the selected field on or
off in context. Users can orient themselves based on the
field label and perform the ‘on’ and ‘off’ action next to it.
