[Place, Date] The [library name] announces the Texas Group Catalog, a new service that will help Texas residents more easily find and request materials they need from libraries in Texas, as well as from libraries across the country or around the world. 

The Texas Group Catalog, a statewide interlibrary loan system developed in partnership with the Texas State Library and Archive Commission and the OCLC library service, connects the state’s 500 public libraries. It manages interlibrary loan requests for books, DVDs and articles.  Users of the catalog will find the library resources in a single location, including materials that are not available locally from [name of local library]. 
Interlibrary loan allows users to request an item that their library does not own from another library.  Users will search the Texas Group Catalog online and items from the [library name] will appear at the top of search results, followed by results from libraries around the state. It will tell users whether a needed item is available at libraries that own it, and will send requests for items to libraries that can fulfill those requests. Requests that can’t be satisfied within the state are sent to a global resource sharing network of thousands of libraries in more than 40 countries.
