0 S — Specific — Who, what, where, when, why, how

0 M — Measurable — How much, how many, how impacted; evaluation tools
0 A — Appropriate — For audience, topic

U R — Relevant — To needs and patrons

O T — Time-based — By when will it be accomplished

Budget Tips
Be thorough.

Be realistic for the time period.
Get estimates.
Describe the costs.

Include what you are willing to fund and how much.

Make sure budget table and budget narrative reconcile.

Narrative Tips

O Make sure project fits the grant program and/or eligibility requirements.
Follow the guidelines.

Use available resources.

Write succinctly.

Write for the grant reader.
